Subject: Road Dedication & Striping
Back in late July, you and I had a very informative discussion regarding road dedication and other requests from the Preserve as Somers Home Owners Association (see attached).

Although we are clear on how to go about soliciting the Town Board for approval of the installation of stop sighs within the Preserve, the purpose of my not was to determine if there was a timeframe set for the other items.  This includes:

· Speed Limit Postings - Posted speed limit signs of 30 mph located at the Preserve at Somers entrances on Loomis Drive and Travis Road.  30 mph is the minimum speed that can be posted.
· No Outlet signs - Posted No Outlet signs at the Preserve at Somers entrances on Loomis Drive and Travis Road

Subject: Road Dedication & Striping
I am a member of the Preserve at Somers HOA Board of Directors.  Guy Gagné requested that the HOA comment on the road striping proposed within the Preserve.  Over the past several days the issue of road dedication and more specifically, the issue of road striping has been discussed among the residents of the Preserve at Somers Home Owners Association.  Included within these discussions were the topics of stop lines, road edge striping (white) and lane direction marking (double yellow).

In soliciting comments from homeowners, we’ve come to a number of conclusions:

· General Striping – The Preserve at Somers Home Owners Association would like to request that no road striping (“double yellows”, road edge and stop lines) be performed within the Preserve at Somers.

In addition, the issues regarding stop signs and speed limits have also been discussed:

· Speed Limit Postings - Posted speed limit signs of 20 mph located at the Preserve at Somers entrances on Loomis Drive and Travis Road.
· No Outlet signs - Posted No Outlet signs at the Preserve at Somers entrances on Loomis Drive and Travis Road

· Stop Signs - Stop signs posted at each intersection of Loomis Drive & Putney Road and Travis Road & Putney Road

We thank you for your consideration of these items, and appreciate your providing the Preserve at Somers with the opportunity to voice its collective opinion.
